This correspondence, if approved, will require the Secretary, pursuant to 42 U.S.C. §2286b(d), to 
provide a written report and a briefing to the Board within 60 days detailing DOE's planned 
activities to ensure that the consequences of a post-seismeic fire accident scenario at the 
Plutonium Facility do not challenge DOE's Evaluation Guideline. 

42 U.S.C. § 2286b(d) authorizes the Board to," ... establish reporting requirements for the 
Secretary of Energy .... " The Board should generally practice a narrow interpretation of its 
statutory authority to require reports. This authority should be used with discretion, such as 
when information has been difficult to obtain through informal staff-to-staff interaction or when 
periodic recurring reports on program status are warranted. 42 U.S.C. § 2286b(d) should not be 
used as a mechanism to convey either an explicit or an implied mandate for the Secretary to 
carry out an activity. In this case, that appears to be the message. 

Likewise, 42 U.S.C. § 2286b(d) should not be used as a surrogate for a recommendation. In the 
event that the issues identified in the Staff Issue Report, either individually or in totality, 
challenged the " .. . adequate protection of the public health and safety ... ," the statutorily 
appropriate path would be to recommend action to the Secretary of Energy. In this case, there is 
no indication that this threshold has been reached. 

I therefore disapprove.
