STATUS:. Open. While the Government in the Sunshine Act does not require that the
scheduled discussion be conducted in a meeting, the Board has determined that an open
mesting in this specific case furthers the public interests underlying both the Sunshine Act and
the Board' s enabling legidation.
MATTERSTO BE CONSIDERED:

The Board is reviewing the Department of Energy’s (DOE) current oversight and
management of the contracts and contractors it reies upon to accomplish the misson assgned
to DOE under the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended. We will focus on what impact, if

any, DOE 's new initiatives may have upon assuring adeguate protection of the hedth and



safety of the public and workers at DOE' s defense nuclear facilities. Over the next severd
months, we will conduct a series of public meetings to collect information needed to understand
and address any hedlth or safety concerns that may require Board Action. Thiswill include, but
isnot limited to, presentations by DOE and the National Nuclear Security Administration
(NNSA) to explain their contract management and oversight initiatives, presentations by federd
and industry expertsin contracting for essential and high risk government services; and possibly
further presentations by DNFSB staff.

The Board hasidentified severd key areas that will be better examined in apublic
meseting. In the September 10th meeting, the Board will hear from representatives from the
Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC), the Nationa Aeronautics and Space Adminigtration
(NASA), the commercid nuclear sector, and the aerospace industry.  The information
gathered at that time will explore federd contract management and oversight experiencein
various organizations and will provide relevant reference experience. In subsequent public
meetings, the Board will explore in more depth federd management and oversight policies being
developed by DOE and NNSA for defense nuclear facilities. DOE and NNSA will be invited
to discuss their new approaches to contract reform, contractor self-assessment, and federa
overdght. The public hearing portion is independently authorized by 42 U.S.C. § 2286h.

Documents will be accepted at the
meeting or may be sent to the Defense Nuclear Facilities Safety Board' s Washington, DC,
office. The Board will hold the record open until October 10, 2003, for the receipt of
additiond materids. A transcript of the meeting will be made available by the Board for
ingpection by the public a the Defense Nucdlear Facilities Safety Board' s Washington office and
at DOE' s public reading room at the DOE Federa Building, 1000 Independence Avenue,
S.\W., Washington, DC 20585.

The Board specificaly reservesits right to further schedule and otherwise regulate the
course of the meeting and hearing, to recess, reconvene, postpone, or adjourn the meeting and
hearing, conduct further reviews, and otherwise exercise its power under the Atomic Energy
Act of 1954, as amended.
